The great mid-spring festival of Beltane is the fifth salafdahe year. Like the others, it is usually cele-
brated over several days. While festivities are ustsalgl to run from May *Lthrough May %' or 5",

it’'s more accurate to see Beltane as a five day affaginning on April 28 to May 2°. The day known

to us now as April 28 coming three days before the first day of May, beganast great Earth God-
dess festival of the month. The Romans called iteffiln the Flower Festival, a heady mix of coloa-fr
grance, music, revelry, and sex to welcome the lustyttmohMay. There’s a sensuousness in late
April. We are in the month of Astarte, Freya and Vemight when they are in bloom, soon to grow big
with the children they will bear later in the yearchese every love goddess expresses herself as the
mother as well as the lover. Floralia was timed takpen May Eve, just before the dawn of the univer-
sal Spring Festival. As flowers were naturally assediatith youth, the time abounds with celebrations
of beauty, vitality and health. Early May affirm&liin all its gorgeousness, juice, and sensuality. The
days that burst at Beltane are exactly across thezodieel from the great feasts of death on October
31% and November® is the opposite number to the sacred play of liféay 1% and the darker, scar-
ier, funnier Halloween mirrors the revels of Walpurljight on April 30". The dancing, singing and
ecstasy of May Eve were not sexual; the next night faathat. The true, holy purpose of Walpurgis-
nacht, as the Teutons called it, was to honor andebhge Horned God, Cernunnos. One of the two
primordial nature Gods in central and western Europentidies the vitality of animal life, just as the
Green Man, who also appears in festivals everywheve nepresents the surge of vegetation in the
spring. The Horned One’s night was originally a hunecemy in which the tribe prayed for abundance
of deer and elk to be born now, to grow fat by the Histdoon, then feed the people through the win-
ter. The crucial step in the rites of the Horned @as prayers addressed to the spirits of the horned ani-
mals who would give their lives in the months to coroehless their sacrifice and ask their forgiveness
for the clan’s hunters. This true meaning of Walpurgghlyiwhich made it essential to the ancient peo-
ple’s survival, has been replaced in the pop culture toyblyox black arts orgy, a night for Witches to
drink wine, sing, and roll in the red clover with the wildgsty predator Satan, who resembles Cernun-
nos only in also having horns. Before church propagandiste Middle Ages turned the Horned One’s
night into a sinuous mosh as immortalized by Dutch paligronymus Bosch, it was really a prayer for
food. For the priests, though, whose tonsures weraditengling at all that dancing and singing around
a fire in the forest on May Eve night, the next eveisingmp in the meadow was even more dangerous,
drenched as it was with the most joyous pleasure Verfassof The ancient people knew reverence,
though, and some restraint. For them, even love igtass and flowers - with the intent of creating
new babies — can be done in a sacred manner only aftepex prte of purification by the fire that gives
Beltane its name. The word means “bright fire”, B&l coming, from the ancient Gaulish solar god
Belenus, counterpart to Helios Apollo and also relateBaal and Baldur. But the fire that was cele-
brated on May % was not mainly the Sun. It was the hearth flaha tvas used to light the twin fires
that were erected on poles as a ceremonial portahéocdttle, then the lovers. The mid-spring festival
comes at the time when the cows who have been gelieithe barn through the cold time, and have
just held their weight by feeding on hay, get to go ouh@ébalmy meadow to feast and fatten on fresh
green grass and clover. The people bless and purify thebkéore it enters the pasture, leading each
flower-garlanded animal between the Beltane fires, aaglipy that the bull will be dutifully powerful
and the cows will bear healthy calves and give swelktimthe summer.
