What is Litha?  ~  Dan Furst 
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The Sabbat that Wiccans and Pagans now call Litha has been much better known to most people as the Summer Solstice, Mid-
summer, or St. John’s Day.  This last, Christian name is one that many celebrants of Earth spirituality are perfectly comfort-
able with using, as St. John the Baptist is not the only holy John or Jack who flourishes now, in the middle of the solar year.  
The Sun flares in his virility now, moving in a higher arc through the sky toward the heat of Lughnasadh in August.  The 
Sun’s hottest blaze of the year is marked in countless Summer Solstice feasts like the Norse Sonnenwende, “Sun’s turning”, 
names for the Sun’s having reached his northern most sunrise point on the horizon, from which he must now turn south to the 
fiery and rapid climax of summer.  The ancient peoples of Europe did not see the June solstice as the beginning of summer, 
but as the peak of the season, the time when the Oak King is mighty, the Horned God is potent and ready, and many people in 
northern climes who found the air still chilly at Beltane are apt to make this June festival the giddiest, wildest one of the year.  
For our ancestors, summer did not culminate in August, the season of intense heat, but in June, the month of the longest light.  
That’s why celebrating the Sun is everything now—at least in daytime.  In the old Celtic cycle of the midseason feasts, June 
24 was called Midsummer Day.  It marks the opposite point on the zodiac wheel to what the West now calls Christmas, De-
cember 25.  The night of Midsummer’s Day is still celebrated in fire festivals that purify the fields to keep the crop healthy 
and ensure that the union of lovers will be blessed with healthy children.  Midsummer Day had to become a feast of high im-
portance on the Christian calendar, so Roman Catholics name it the birthday of St. John the Baptist.  This strategic date means 
St. John announces the coming Messiah exactly half a year before Jesus will be born again in winter.  But the priests did not 
plant a big holy day on June 24 solely for liturgical reasons.  For them, Midsummer Day was an issue of public order and 
safety.  Human beings have been known to get so unacceptably happy in late June—to dance and sing and drink and embrace 
in so many alarming ways—that Midsummer Day may be, over the centuries, the target of more religious persecution and 
control than any other sabbat, even Beltane.  The word LITHA – one of two sabbats named in modern times by Aidan Kelly, 
along with Mabon – means “mild” and “breezy”, but also “navigable,” because the waters around the British Isles are smooth 
during this season, and one can sail safely again.  The Venerable Bede (the only source of Litha or Eostre information we have 
in Old English literature) call June Aerra Litha and July Aeftara Litha, meaning respectively “before” and “after” the main 
Litha event that was likely held in late June.  The word LITHA implies mobility and freedom.  If Yule literally means “yoke”, 
and time of binding the year and locking nature’s vitality in winter, Litha can be said to mean “release”, at the time when na-
ture’s vital energy is highest, and June calls everyone – humans, animals, and fairies – outdoors for some fire and fun.  Bede 
did not say what went on at Litha, but another church official, St. Eligius, banned the solestitia (solstice rituals), dancing, fire 
jumping, and “devilish chants” that were still going on in Flanders in the seventh century, and much too noisily on what was 
supposed to be the reverent occasion on St. John’s Night.  The fire of Litha is unique among all the ritual fires in the sabbats.  
It doesn’t just “set the watch” and repel malign spirits, but it’s the only fire the people get to play with, jumping over it alone 
or as couples or even leaping over wheels of fire rolled down from fires built up a hill.  Naturally, the people who were most 
expected to jump the fire together for good luck were the couples who had just been married at Dyad Moon and were already 
happily making babies in the season that was sacred to the Green Man, Green George, Pan, Jack o’ the Green, and all the 
other leafy gods who were well-loved long before anyone heard of any Baptists anywhere.  All of these hearty, happy green 
lords represent the masculine fire of the year in all its majesty, at the moment when the Oak King has triumphed over his 
counterpart, the Holly King, who will wax in strength now toward winter as the Oak King fades.  Underneath the tree battle, 
though, as everyone knew, was a far deeper duality:  between the male force of solar fire and the female force of lunar water 
at the moment when the Sun enters the water sign of Cancer, ruled by the Moon.  From this moment, the male power wanes as 
days get shorter, and the Moon is high and splendid in her silver chariot as the month of the Two (Gemini), when lovers pair 
in union and the Great Goddess changes from Maiden to Mother, is now just past.  Some of our new couples have already 
planted babies.  It’s time now for the Lady of the House to manage the tending, ripening and harvesting from the month that 
bears her name, June for Hera/Juno.

She, and Bridhe (Brigid) and all other mother goddess bless the new homes and hearth fires 
now, and are themselves honored in rites like the Athenian Day of All Heras, when mature 
mothers were acknowledged for their achievements in domestic, healing, and spiritual arts.  
Women spoke their truth on this day, and all listened.  For them, the Litha season was a 
much about water in the spring and the fields as it was about the Sun in the sky.  Midsum-
mer Eve and Midsummer Night, most of all when they are lit by a Full Moon, are the ideal 
time for women to bathe is sacred waters, collect water from healing springs to sprinkle on 
the crops, and gather the herbs that were said to have their strongest magic power on St. 
John’s Night.  Roses, Rue, Trefoil, and Vervain were all prized and picked, but the plant 
everyone wanted was the one named for this night:  St. John’s Wort.  People wore sprigs of 
it to ward off dark forces, and this plant had special rules for marriage-minded young 
women.  With the plant teacher’s help, they could divine who their future lover would be.  
But if a barefooted girl stepped on a St. John’s Wort blossom at midnight on Midsummer 
Night, then the fairies – they’re everywhere tonight- could spirit her away and leave a 

changeling in her place.  Mothers check that their daughters were 
wearing shoes before wishing them a good time on their way out for 
the night.  It’s easy to have fun now.  Like Halloween, Midsummer 
Night is a time when the Sidhe run around on Earth and one can see 
them, but his time they’re the happy spirits who are playful and mis-
chievous, not frightful and mean.  So Litha has been a costume party 
since ancient times, full of Morris dancers, fairies and sprites, 
gnomes, dragons, and unicorns all united and directed by, of course, 
Pan and the water goddess, the Green Man, and Our Mother the 
Moon. 

Salt Lamp

A salt lamp is simply a chunk of mined salt that has been hollowed out to allow room for a lightbulb 
or tiny candle. The light glows through the medium of the salt crystal, which can range in color from a 
dark salmon pink to a pale orange. Salt crystals for salt lamps are mined in Russia and central Europe 
as well as in the Himalayas. Salt lamps make attractive accent lights. Their main attraction, however, 
is that the heating of the salt causes the crystal to release negative ions (often called simply 'ions').  
Negative ions have long been considered healthy; the sea air, mountain air and the air around swiftly 
running water is high in negative ions. Indoor air, recirculated air, and air around electronic equipment 
is very low in negative ions. Many office workers who suffer health complaints around fluorescent 
lighting and computer monitors report considerably less fatigue and headaches if the concentration of 
negative ions in the air is increased. Why negative ions may be beneficial is only partially understood.  
It has been shown that negative ions in the air bind with airborne pollutants, making them heavier so 
that they fall to the ground, and therefore are unavailable to be inhaled. Many modern air purifiers - 
the so-called 'ionic air cleaners' - use this technique to provide cleaner indoor air for allergy sufferers. 
Some studies seem to indicate that an increase in negative ions in the air increases bloodflow to the 
brain, which would have the effect of improved concentration. The salt lamp is an attractive alterna-
tive to the utilitarian look of an air purifier.  The amount of negative ions a salt lamp can release de-
pends on its size and how warm the candle or lightbulb can make it. The larger the crystal, obviously, 
the more expensive the lamp, but the larger area it can provide with negative ions. Salt lamps that 
produce 'night-light' amounts of light can provide ions to an area equal to the average office cubicle.
